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To conduct Shooting Sports programs with firearms obtained or maintained by OCES funds or grants this form must be completed ANNUALLY by July 1.  Grant funds will not be released until this form is on file.
When purchasing firearms through grants or other funds a copy of this signed form will be submitted with the requisition.
1. Firearms are high on the demand list for theft and security measures would need to be made to protect against theft.  Where and how will the firearms be stored to avoid unauthorized use or theft?

2. Where and how will ammunition be stored to avoid unauthorized persons taking, using or possessing it?

3. What measures will be put in place to ensure that the proper safety protocol is always followed during the teaching sessions? 

4. Counties who have shooting sports programs are required to have certified instructors and to annually submit a list of all adults and youth who will be involved in the shooting sports program.  Has this been done? 

I understand that the county listed is required to do each of the following:

· Annually secure and maintain activity insurance for all of the 4-H Shooting Sports program participants.

· Adhere to the Oklahoma 4-H Shooting Sports curriculum and policies as prescribed by the Oklahoma Cooperative Extension Service.

· Store ammunition, targets and other equipment in a secure location separate from all firearms or archery equipment.

· Adhere to a safety protocol as described above regarding handling, storage, and training and acknowledge that any member or volunteer shall be subject to having membership privileges revoked if they do not follow safety protocol.
· Annually provide a summary of the status of the county 4-H Shooting Sports Program to the State 4-H Program Leader or assigned program specialist.  This summary will include a list of all youth and adults actively involved in the program. 
· Maintain an inventory list of all firearms purchased, the date purchased, and a description of the item and the serial numbers in a secure location in the county office.

· All involved acknowledge that if a county program becomes inactive for more than two years or if the protocol is not followed,  the firearms will be distributed to other programs as authorized by the Risk Management Office at OSU, Campus Police and the State 4-H Program Leader.
